An Update from Your Oak Hills Building Committee

Meeting since April, your
building committee is
working hard to make
expanded ministries at
Oak Hills a reality. The
group’s members
(Chairman Wayne

Early on, the committee
reviewed our church’s
needs through interviews
and review of already
created documents. In
June the committee
interviewed four
contractors and selected
Jans Corporation, who
built our current
structure.

Jans and our architect to
provide conceptual
drawings for the
congregation. In a very
short time, those
drawings and costs will
be presented to the
church!

state. CCC ministries
currently exist at USD,
SDSU, Dakota State,
Southeast Technical
Institute, Black Hills
State, SD School of
Mines, and Northern
State. Our desire is to
see Christ-centered
movements built at
every campus that will
be a part of seeing
every student exposed
to the Gospel and
seeing people around
the world embrace
Jesus as Lord and
Savior. Over the last
five years, we have seen
our local South Dakota
students go on summer
missions to our
partnership locations in
East Asia, France,
Brazil, Australia, and the
Middle East as
ambassadors for Jesus.

But in all that, we
noticed something
missing. As a state
director here in South
Dakota, | began to take
trips to a school I'd
never heard of before -
Sinte Gleska University
on the Rosebud
Reservation. Among the
students was real
confusion about who
Jesus is, whether He
really loved Native
people or whether
Christianity was truly
just “the religion of the
white man.” This same

disillusionment was
common among
different Native
communities, where
people had often been
told that to be
acceptable to Jesus,
they had to disown
everything about being
Native. There
was much
that | learned
from this
experience,
and much of
my own
cultural
ignorance and
pride which |
needed to
confess and
repent of.

Throughitall, =
God was .
beginning to stir in our
hearts and a few others
a dream and vision for a
day in which the Gospel
would take deep root in
the lives and
communities of Native
people across our state
and country - that
Jesus would be a Name
of Hope and Restoration
among Native people.
As a result, we began a
journey giving local and
regional leadership to
our newly-launched
Nations movement.

There is still much to
overcome on that
journey, but by the
grace of God and with

i A

your help, we are seeing

fruit. This past year, we
hosted a Nations
Summit on the Rosebud
Reservation for Native
students around the
country to be developed
as Christ-like leaders
and discuss how faith

and culture intersect. It
was tremendous to
have people
representing 7 states, 8
schools, and 9 different
tribes gathered together
here at the Summit to
worship Jesus.

Two students from
SDSU returned from
that Nations Summit in
October determined to
start a Nations
movement at their
campus. So this past
spring, 10-12 Native
students gathered
weekly in the Native
American Cultural
Center on campus for

Nations Night, talking
about Jesus and the
Bible, faith and culture.
Some of these students
have fully placed their
faith in Christ, others
are still seeking, and
still others probably
come because itis a
safe place to
share their
own hurts,
needs and
= questions.

- just like
many of our white
students on today’s
secular campus - have
no intention of ever
coming through the
doors of a church
building. But through
your faithful partnership
with us, we pray that
each and every student
will have the opportunity
to place their faith in
Jesus, grow in Him, and
be equipped to reach
others.
