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Sermon Summary

In the prologue of John and that of Hebrews, we see how Jesus is the final and complete Word spoken by God to humanity, the revelation of His very being.  That God has chosen to reveal Himself in this way teaches us that we must attend to His revelation to know who He is, and this requires that we understand the relationship between God and the Word that is Jesus, and the relationship between the Word that is Jesus and the Word that is Holy Scripture.  

1.  Launching

2.  Read the passage

* John 1:1-18; Hebrews1:1-4

3.  Diving into the Text

“In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.  He was in the beginning with God (John 1:1-2).” 

1. Who is the Word?

2. What is the relationship between the Word (Jesus) and the written Word of God (Scripture)?

3. Why does the beginning of John’s gospel deliberately allude to the first verse of Genesis? What does it tell us about Jesus?
“And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we have seen his glory, glory as of the only Son from the Father, full of grace and truth (verse 14).” God, the creator of all things (verse 3), made himself known to us through his son Jesus Christ.  God broke into history and entered into our time. He was born into a particular family, in a particular town, at a particular time in history.  

1. Why did God choose to make himself known to us through his Son in this particular way? Why is this significant?

2. How is Jesus the fullness of God’s revelation?

3. How do we get to know Jesus?
We get to know Jesus through Holy Scripture.  

1.  How do you encounter Jesus through the Scripture? Share an example of when God has spoken to you (revealed himself to you) through the Bible.  

2. Pastor Kimlyn talked about 2 ways of reading the bible. What are they?

3. One way of reading the Bible is to read in broad strokes.  What does this mean?  Why is it important to understand the movement of the scripture? How can this help us get to know Jesus better?

4. Another way of reading the Bible is to read in small sections.  How can this help us get to know Jesus?  
5.  Why do you think all reading of Scripture must begin with prayer?


4.  Responding & Prayer

We approach the scripture humbly, openly, reverently.  We bring all of who we are.  We come ready to learn, to question, to be challenged, to be surprised, to be moved . . . to fully engage with the living word of God.  And as we encounter Jesus in this way, we are transformed by his grace and truth.  

Are we willing to be changed by the word?  Are we ready to dig deeper into the word?  Will we allow the Word to dwell among us, in our homes, work place, our church, our world?  Take time to listen and respond to his nudging.
