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Sermon Summary

To gather together in corporate worship is a biblical mandate – but what is worship?  In the words of Ronald Allen and Gordon Borror in their book, Worship:  Rediscovering the Missing Jewel – “Worship is an active response to God whereby we declare His worth” (p. 16).  In Scripture, we see that worship is a recognition of God’s worth in the recognition of God’s mighty acts of salvation for his people and for the world (Jn. 3:16).  Worship is a remembrance of what God has done in the past and a telling of these deeds in the present in order to have a hope and trust for the future.  And worship cannot be separated from evangelism, for to worship God entails that we “proclaim what he has done among the nations” (1 Chron. 16:8).  Worship is not less than but more than Sunday morning corporate worship, and it entails a total response of our lives:  to gather, to grow, to give, and to go.

2.  Read the passage

1 Chronicles 16:1-43; Revelation 5:1-14

3.  Diving into the Text

In worship we recognize who God is and what he had done.   

1. Take a few minutes to think about God as he is revealed in the Bible.  Who is he?  What is he like?  What does he want us to know about him?  








2. Is this image of God consistent with your experience and understanding of God?  

3. Why is it so important for us to remember who God is and what he has done?

4. Take time to share with the group what God has done for you and how that has shaped your perception of him.
Pastor Kimlyn talked about 3 common misunderstandings about worship: 1. People equate worship with feeling; 2.  People equate worship with a particular “form” or “style”; and 3.  People equate worship with only Sunday services.

Worship and feeling are not the same thing

1. What are some ways feeling can get in the way of worship?

2. What are some ways feeling can enhance our worship?
When any one faculty (intellectual, emotional, etc.) is singled out as the primary means of worship, it is detrimental.  In genuine worship, all of our faculties are brought to bear, as we focus on God who has acted on our behalf. 

Worship is not defined by its form

1. Why are we tempted to think of worship in narrow terms?

2. Why is it difficult to let go of a particular style of worship when it no longer serves its purpose?

3. What can we learn from this?

What is wrong with thinking that worship is only for Sundays?

What are some ways we can worship throughout the week?

4.  Responding & Prayer

In 1 Chronicles, King David recognizes that God brought the Israelites out of Egypt and continues to be faithful in the lives of his people. This remembering of God’s acts and recognition of his goodness lead David to rejoice. 

Worship leads to evangelism.  Worship gathers us, grows us and sends us to our neighborhoods, our cities and the nations to share who God is and what he has done. 

Take time to remember who God is and what he has done.  Remember how God has brought people in your life to lead and guide you to him.  God is calling us to be that person to another.   Ask God to allow your joy to spill over to others so that others may come to know him too.
